 Who is eligible to apply for the Prudential Sprit of Community Awards?

• be in grades 5-12 as of November 5

• be a legal resident of any U.S. state or Washington, D.C.

• have engaged in a volunteer activity that occurred during the 12 months 

prior to the date of the application

 What are the awards worth?

• If selected, you may qualify to receive up to $15,000 — plus an all-

expenses-paid trip with your parent or guardian to Prudential 

headquarters in Newark, NJ, along with coaching and skills 

development to help take your solution to the next level.



The Gloria Barron Prize for Young Heroes celebrates inspiring, 

public-spirited young people from diverse backgrounds all across North 

America. Each year, the Barron Prize honors 25 outstanding young 

leaders ages 8 to 18 who have made a significant positive difference to 

people and the environment.

• between the ages of 8 and 18 (not yet age 19)
